Please
note this will be the only time during the year that you
can drop-off e-waste at no charge to your business. During
the rest of the year there is a charge of $10 per unit for televisions,

computer monitors or flat screen monitors.

You must request your appointment no later than 4pm,
Thu rsday, June 2nd, Early appointment requests will be given first preference of date

and time for drop-off. If you miss your appointment, you may still go to the public e-waste

event described on the reverse side.
