JOHN LEGGET SPOKE REGARDING THE NAPA VALLEY WRITER’S CONFERENCE BEING HELD AT THE NAPA VALLEY COLLEGE.   MR. LEGGETT STATED THE WRITER’S CONFERENCE HAS BEEN HELD FOR THE PAST 

25 YEARS.

Department Directors’ Reports and Announcements.

NATE GALAMBOS, PRINCIPLE ENGINEER, PUBLIC WORKS, REPORTED ON THE STATUS OF THE WATER OUTAGE THAT OCCURRED OVER THE WEEKEND AT NAPA-BERRYESSA HIGHLANDS.  MR. GALAMBOS STATED THERE WAS A FAILURE LATE SATURDAY AFTERNOON AT THE BERRYESSA HIGHLANDS WATER TREATMENT PLANT RELATED TO THE MAIN PUMP SYSTEM.  THE BACK-UP PUMP ALSO FAILED, AS DID THE SECOND BACK-UP MOTOR.  STAFF OBTAINED ANOTHER SPARE MOTOR ON SUNDAY AFTERNOON, AND UPON INSTALLATION, IT ALSO FAILED.  HE SAID ONE OF THE BACK-UP MOTORS WAS REPAIRED AND IT ALSO FAILED UPON INSTALLATION.  MR. GALAMBOS STATED THAT MONDAY MORNING AN ELECTRICIAN WAS CALLED OUT AND A SPARE MOTOR WAS OBTAINED BY MONDAY AFTERNOON.  THE PUMP WAS BACK ON LINE BY 7:00 P.M. MONDAY EVENING.

MR. GALAMBOS STATED THERE ARE SOME RESIDENTS WHO CURRENTLY HAVE WATER, AS THE TANK IS BEING FILLED AS QUICKLY AS THE PUMP WILL ALLOW.  A BOILED WATER NOTICE WAS ISSUED AND WILL REMAIN IN EFFECT FOR THE NEXT THREE TO FOUR DAYS.  STAFF WILL CONTACT AN ELECTRICAL CONTRACTOR TO WORK THROUGH THE ELECTRICAL ISSUES THAT REMAIN AND WILL ALSO PURCHASE A NEW BACK-UP MOTOR.

SHE ALSO REQUESTED DOCUMENTATION AS TO WHY THE 500,000 GALLON TANK WAS DRY. 

JOHN TUTEUR, ASSESSOR-RECORDER-COUNTY CLERK-REGISTRAR OF VOTERS, REPORTED ON THE LAKE BERRYESSA RESORT IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT ELECTION CURRENTLY BEING HELD.  HE STATED THERE WERE 198 BALLOTS MAILED, AND TO DATE THE RETURN RATE IS UNDER 30%.  

MR. TUTEUR SAID HIS OFFICE WILL CONTACT THE POPE VALLEY POST OFFICE TO HOLD MAILED BALLOTS THEY RECEIVE AND THE REGISTRAR OF VOTERS OFFICE WILL PERSONALLY PICK UP THE BALLOTS FROM THE POST OFFICE SO THAT THEY MAY BE RECEIVED TIMELY IN ORDER TO BE COUNTED.
