NSIB GOVERNING BOARD OPEN MEETING

1.
ROLL CALL - The regular monthly meeting of the NSIB Governing Board was called to order on May 21, 2009 at 10:36 a.m. at the Napa Police Department.  Board members present included; Chairman Chief Richard Melton of the Napa PD, Acting Undersheriff John Robertson, Chief Mary Butler of the Napa County Probation Department, Chief Jonathan Mills of the Calistoga PD, Chief Monty Castillo of the St. Helena PD, Acting SAC Steve Ladeck of the Bureau of Narcotic Enforcement and Bureau Commander Gary Pitkin.  Also present was Chief Deputy Amanda Gibbs of the Napa County Probation Department.   Board members absent included; District Attorney Gary Lieberstein and Captain Mark Rasmussen of the CHP.

PUBLIC COMMENT -  FORMDROPDOWN 
 members of the public attended this meeting.

MINUTES – Chief Mills moved that the minutes of the  FORMDROPDOWN 
 Governing Board Meeting be approved as written.  Chief Castillo seconded the motion, which was then approved unanimously.

Connor Ranch Update – The Connor Ranch Property has been resolved.  Of the monies received from the sale, NSIB will receive approximately $123,000 and approximately $21,000 will go to the Community Trust.
Commander Pitkin will request a disbursal of funds to participating agencies be placed on the Board of Supervisors agenda for July.
Chief Butler inquired about money for the DARE program to be discussed at the next Governing Board meeting.

NSIB will have its routine, yearly audit with the County.  Results to be made available at the next Governing Board meeting.
Commander Pitkin requested that in an effort to supplement overtime that up to $30,000 be made available from the BNE/NSIB Asset Forfeiture Fund.  Acting SAC Ladeck encouraged the requested noting that the state will bill NSIB for Commander Pitkin’s overtime.  Chief Butler made the 1st motion with Chief Mills making the 2nd which was then unanimously approved.
Commander Pitkin disseminated and asked for the Boards approval for the NSIB 2009/2010 Fiscal Year budget.  Chief Mills made the 1st motion with Chief Butler making the 2nd which was then unanimously approved.  

Commander Pitkin discussed the possibility of restitution for the clean up involved in marijuana cases noting that indoor grows would be easier to itemize than outdoor grows in terms of the cost of the clean up but a structure could be put into place that tracked overtime fees, dump/disposal fees, etc., on a case by case basis.  The request for restitution would need to go through the DA’s office and into the courts to be considered during plea agreements and sentencing.  Chief Melton inquired about the possibility of methamphetamine clean up restitution.  Acting SAC Ladeck noted that the state has put funds together for methamphetamine clean up but that the restitution is difficult to recoup.  Chief Melton requested further information and discussion on how to put this into place in Napa County and Chief Butler will check with Contra Costa County for information on implementation of a restitution program.
Commander Pitkin presented 2009’s first quarter statistics and noted how each quarter’s numbers change due to which type of narcotic is being pursued according to what the current month is, i.e. marijuana season, etc.  Commander Pitkin also shared booking information from NCDC showing offender’s city and county of residence.
