8. HILLVIEW VINEYARD, LLC. – USE PERMIT REQUEST # P06-01208-UP

CEQA STATUS: Negative Declaration Prepared.  According to the proposed Negative Declaration, the proposed project would have no potentially significant environmental impacts.

REQUEST: Approval of a Use Permit to establish a new 30,000 gallon per year winery with:  (1) a winery building totaling approximately 9,000 square feet; (2) a 2,100 square foot uncovered crush pad; (3) four full-time and four part-time employees (four additional employees at harvest); (4) nine parking spaces; (5) tours and tasting by appointment only with 16 visitors per day, or 112 visitors maximum per week; (6) a marketing plan with 24 activities per year with a maximum of 50 people per event and two activities per year with a maximum of 100 people per event and annual participation in the Napa Valley Wine Auction with a maximum of 30 people per event; (7) construction of a winery wastewater and sewage system requiring a permit; (8) construction of a new driveway approximately 20 feet wide and 360 feet long providing site access from Solano Avenue to the winery; and, (9) installation of six new 10,500 gallon water tanks for fire suppression, waste processing, and domestic water.  The project is located on a 16.33 acre parcel on the northwest corner of the intersection of Solano Avenue and Hillview Lane, within an AP (Agricultural Preserve) zoning district.  (Assessor’s Parcel #: 034-200-001).
