CEQA STATUS: Mitigated Negative Declaration Prepared.  According to the Mitigated Negative Declaration, the proposed project would have, if mitigation measures are not included, potentially significant environmental impacts in the following areas:  biological and cultural resources.

REQUEST: Approval of a Use Permit to establish a new 30,000 gallon per year winery with:  (1) a winery totaling 12,350 square feet located inside a cave; (2) a 7,600 square foot uncovered crush pad; (3) one full-time employee and one additional employee at harvest; (4) two parking spaces; (5) construction of waste disposal systems requiring permits; (6) staging and removal of cave spoils from the property; (7) removal of approximately 26 trees; and, (8) installation of a new 12,500 gallon water tank for fire suppression.  No tours and tasting or marketing activities have been proposed.  The project is located on a 13.04 acre parcel on the north side of Summit Lake Drive approximately 3,200 feet northwest of its intersection with North White Cottage Road within an AW (Agricultural Watershed) zoning district.  (Assessor’s Parcel #: 018-230-004).  1300 Summit Lake Drive, Angwin.
