Other Business Items
A. Manager’s Report

The Agency Manager began his report with details on the Mustard Festival this year.  Good recycling statistics were cited.  Other larger venues were named for their noted improvement in waste management.

Next was a brief report on the Extended Producer Responsibility bills that are going through Sacramento at this time.  One bill commented on was for Thermostat Recycling (AB 501).  Another is for pesticide container recycling (SB 1723).  Lots of activity taking place that will hopefully help pay for future recycling activities that Upper-Valley is looking to get in place.

Further announcements were made for upcoming composting classes as well as a project where the Company is working with the Napa Valley Vintners to direct a small scale food composting operation to support waste reduction at their event this year.

The Manager spoke about Napa County Creek Clean-up Programming.  The county has not been spending much of the money it receives from the Franchise (approximately $25,000.00) and it was felt that this was a good program to start directing the funds into to help alleviate the cost of the disposal of waste cleared out of the Creeks.  This program will be presented to the BOS shortly.

Staff recently participated with the Napa Valley Hospitality Institute at its Restaurant Symposium (March 25). The Agency had a “booth” at the mini trade show/wine tasting after the event featuring recycling information.

Lastly, the current financial reports were presented.  While recent expenses, HDR consulting support, and increased fluorescent tube disposal are significant, the Agency Manager analysis indicated that we sould still be able to achieve budget.  This will be reviewed again in May.
