A. Manager’s Report

Agency Manager, Steven Lederer, reported on activities related to the Agency.  These included the following:

· Information and legislative activities being decided in Sacramento.  AB283 – Solid Waste: Extended Producer Responsibility Program was recently introduced, which, if passed, will encourage producers to create take-back programs for their products; AB222 (Waste Conversion Technologies), SB26 (Home Generated Pharmaceutical Waste), and  AB1358 (Styrofoam).
· Updated reports on the current recycling markets and how it relates to UVDS.

· Monthly financial reports and annual CFL tonnage analysis were discussed.

Bob Pestoni of CFL reported at this time about the perceived improvement in the movement of recycled products.  A small increase in the percentages over the last couple of months was noted.  He believes that this is showing a positive, upwards tendency of material generation which may reflect the possible improvement of the economy.
