C. Public Hearing: Upper Valley Disposal Service and Clover Flat Landfill Rates
Approval and authorization for the chair to sign:
· Agency resolution #09-05 setting rates for solid waste handling services by Upper Valley Disposal Service; and

· Agency resolution #09-06 setting rates for solid waste handling services by Clover Flat Landfill.

The Public Hearing was opened at 1:46
Agency Manager, Steve Lederer, explained that it was the intent of the resolutions to increase rates for UVDS by 2% and CFL by 1%.  Specifically for CFL, the rates would be raised to $30.00 minimum per load to bring it into line with rates currently charged in South County.
Concern was expressed by members of the board that the increase might be considered too steep and suggested a “warming period” of $20.00 minimum per load for six months and then move to the $30.00 minimum per load from January to June 2010.

Mr. Lederer provided the board with a replacement rate sheet for Calistoga as the previous one did not reflect the most recent changes.
It was also noted by Karen Querin of the Auditors’ Office that there were two numerical typos in the resolution attachments, which she said would be corrected before signing.

Agency Manager, Steven Lederer, reported on activities related to the Agency.  These included the following:

· Information and legislative activities being decided in Sacramento.  AB283 – Solid Waste: Extended Producer Responsibility Program is currently in suspension with future actions uncertain at this time; whereas AB222 (Waste Conversion Technologies) is still alive and making it’s way through the State government.

· Notification was received that the Agency did not lose its DOC money or its Oil Recycling Grant money.  It was noted, however, that the State may be looking at appropriating CRV monies from local governments.
· Updated reports on the current recycling markets and how it relates to UVDS.

· Monthly financial reports and annual CFL tonnage analysis were discussed.

i. Napa County:  Nothing was reported on for this jurisdiction.
ii. Calistoga:  Nothing was reported on for this jurisdiction.  
iii. St. Helena:  Sharon Crull reported that payment had been authorized for the purchase of 16 recycle cans for downtown.  They are now waiting for the Renaissance Committee to decide on the final style.
iv. Yountville:  Bill Dutton asked for more information regarding an eco-friendly float that was participating in the upcoming Calistoga Parade.  Sharon Crull of St. Helena explained that Nimbus Arts had received a $750 grant to do a float created entirely out of recycled products.
