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Memo to LEED Certified Construction Projects and Maintenance of Existing Buildings
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LEED certification provides independent, third-party verification that a building project meets the highest green building and performance measures. Sustainable building strategies should be considered early in the development cycle. An integrated project team will include the major stakeholders of the project such as the developer/owner, architect, engineer, landscape architect, contractor, and asset and property management staff. 
(As of September of 2008, Upper Valley Recycling and Clover Flat Landfill along with our new Construction and Demolition Recycling Facilities are permitted to assist LEED Projects with the necessary service and support required for certification and ongoing reporting.
(Our facilities are permitted and reporting requirements include the following agencies: County of Napa, Department of Environmental Management, State of California Department of Natural Resources Cal Recycle Division, State of California Environmental Protection Agency, Bay Area Air Quality Management District and State Water Resource Control Board.  Our weights and measure processing and data collection is certified and has been providing necessary information to LEED Certified projects in Napa County since its inception.

(Clover Flat Landfill is a collection point and Resource Recovery Facility.   Whether materials are hauled by an Upper Valley collection vehicle or an independent Contractor, records are generated to track all incoming materials.  If incoming materials are physically recoverable, they are diverted from entering the landfill site and sent to the C&D and Mixed Recycling area.  Here, it is sorted for its content by a supervisor and trained staff.  We can provide properly signed documentation, (weights and averages) for all the materials received during the construction phase and into maintenance of the building. Weight tickets and other methods of product accountability can be provided on request at the end of each month.
(Upper Valley Recycling offers a variety of organic compost and blends that also meet the LEED Certified goals in the area of landscaping.  Please consider our products when sourcing materials from out of the area.
