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UVDS would like to present the following 3 options for initiating a milk carton program.

1. UVDS would pick-up and process milk cartons at its existing single stream facility. This option would require a capital investment of $200,000 depreciated over seven years, resulting in annual depreciation of$28,571. In addition labor and interest on borrowed funds would be an additional $58,000 bringing the total annual impact on the rates to $86,000. The $200,000 would be used to extend the processing line by two stations to accommodate sorting of the cartons. The two additional stations could also be used to sort other items e.g. plastic materials, cell phones etc.
2. UVDS would provide a pick-up service to the schools and transport the cartons to Napa for bailing and shipping. The service would be billed at an hourly rate of $75.00 per hour, with a minimum of 1.5 hrs. per pick-up. Minimum annual cost per school would be $5,850 (1.5 hrs x  $75 x 52 wks). The annual cost for four schools would be $23,400. 
3. Customer would transport their own milk cartons to NRWS in Napa, with no cost for receiving and processing.
