Minutes of the February 28, 2005

Call to Order.

The Upper Valley Waste Management Agency met in regular session on Monday, February 28, 2005 at 1:30 p.m. at the Yountville Town Council Chambers.  Chair Luce called the meeting to order at 1:38 p.m.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS

5a.
Approval of Minutes.

This item was continued to the March 21, 2005 regularly scheduled meeting.
5b.
California Integrated Waste Management Act.

Staff is currently preparing the annual report to the State for the 2004 calendar year, which is due March 1, 2005.  The letter from the franchisee to the California Integrated Waste Management Board in response to the recent materials origin survey conducted at the Clover Flat Landfill is attached to the agenda packet.

FRANCHISES BUSINESS ITEMS

5c.
Member Franchise Services.

This is an informational item.  Yountville has requested the costs of their Spring Clean up be paid with services as outlined in the franchise agreement. This agenda item was brought before the Agency Board for their concurrence, and staff will provide a report showing the status of each member jurisdiction’s account balance to the next regularly scheduled meeting.

No action taken.

5d.
Franchise Status.

Staff met with the franchisee to discuss the rate application.  Some issues on both sides are still outstanding and will require further research.  The rates should be available to the Board at the next regular meeting.

Last summer, the Harvest Inn came to the Board with concerns over the cost of the recycling services provided by the franchisee.  Staff has continues to work with the Inn to address their concerns.  Staff has also been successfully working with the Culinary Institute of America at Greystone on their recycling program.

Staff is researching the possibility of incorporating mixed recycling routes into the existing collection services for area businesses.  Some of the questions that need to be answered are (1) the logistics of providing the service, and (2) how do identify potential customers.

5e.
Waste Management Company Issues.

The company is currently working on the next issue of its newsletter, which will be included in the April billing.
Featured articles will include one on the upcoming household hazardous waste day, which is scheduled for May.

OTHER BUSINESS ITEMS

6a.
Manager’s Report.

The annual Earth Day poster contest has been announced, and this year’s theme is plastics recycling.  The Agency, in partnership with the Napa-Vallejo Waste Management Authority, has two billboard locations this year, as there will be two award recipients from two different age groups.  Board members are encouraged to volunteer to participate as contest judges.
The socially responsible marketing promotion for curbside oil recycling is moving ahead.  Flyers have been mailed to Angwin residents.

The street recycling information reporting will be available to the Board at the next regularly scheduled meeting.

Vandals have been spraying graffiti on and knocking over the recycling bin at the Ecology Reserve.  There are, however, some volunteers who have been watching the area to prevent further occurrences.

Some improvements have been made to the St. Helena used oil recycling drop-off location.  St. Helena is the area’s largest producer of used oil, and the Agency has made improvements to the drop-off facility by installing an awning and skirting, and a ramp to make the site easier to access.

The Magical Moonshine Theatre currently has a recycling themed show, and has approached Agency staff about developing a second show.  Such a project would require a considerable amount of staff time, which could make the project prohibitive.  The general Board consensus was that the existing program is sufficient.
6b.
Reports from Jurisdictions.

A. Napa County:  The American Canyon Sanitary Landfill is very close to closure, requiring only the completion of the leachate transmission line.  The Napa-Vallejo Waste Management Authority has installed a microturbine at the Devlin Road Transfer Station.
B. Calistoga:  Karen Slusser gave a report at the Calistoga City Council meeting regarding the  FOG (food oil and grease) program.
