RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS 

OF THE NAPA-VALLEJO WASTE MANAGEMENT AUTHORITY

ADOPTING PROCEDURES TO IMPLEMENT THE

CALIFORNIA ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY ACT 


WHEREAS, Section 21082 of the California Public Resources Code requires that all public agencies adopt by ordinance, resolution, rule, or regulation, objectives, criteria, and procedures for the evaluation of projects and the preparation of environmental impact reports and negative declarations pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act ("CEQA"), and consistent with the State CEQA Guidelines adopted by the Secretary of the Resources Agency; and


WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 94-20, the South Napa Waste Management Authority, predecessor in interest to the Napa-Vallejo Waste Management Authority ("Authority"), a joint powers agency organized under the Joint Powers Act (Government Code section 6500 et seq.), adopted by reference the State CEQA Guidelines and Napa County Guidelines as in effect in 1994 to comply with Section 21082; and 


WHEREAS, State Guideline Section 15022(c) states that public agencies should revise their implementing procedures to conform to amendments to State Guidelines within 120 days after the effective date of the amendments, and the State Guidelines have been amended subsequent to the adoption of Resolution No. 94-20.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:


1.
Purpose: It is the purpose of this Resolution to adopt objectives, criteria, and specific procedures ("Authority CEQA Guidelines") consistent with CEQA and the State Guidelines for administration by the Authority of its responsibilities under CEQA, including the orderly evaluation of projects and preparation of environmental documents.


2.
Adoption of State Guidelines: The Board hereby adopts and incorporates by reference into the Authority CEQA Guidelines those State Guidelines in effect on the date of this Resolution. In the event the State Guidelines should be amended, those amendments shall be deemed to be effective as the Authority CEQA Guidelines 120 days after the effective date of the amendments.


3.
Additional Implementing Procedures: In accordance with State Guideline 15022, the Authority hereby further adopts the following implementing procedures as part of the Authority CEQA Guidelines, as more fully set forth in attachment A hereto, entitled "Napa-Vallejo Waste Management Authority CEQA Guidelines".


4.
Resolution 94-20 of the South Napa Waste Management Authority is herby rescinded.

ATTACHMENT A

NAPA-VALLEJO WASTE MANAGEMENT AUTHORITY

CEQA GUIDELINES

(Pursuant to Section 15022 of the State CEQA Guidelines)

Part 1:
GENERAL PROVISIONS.

1.10
Adoption by reference.

A.
The Napa-Vallejo Waste Management Authority ("Authority") incorporates by reference and adopts the objectives, criteria and procedures for environmental review contained in the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), Public Resources Code Section 21000 et seq. and the State CEQA Guidelines. These guidelines shall be known as the "Authority CEQA Guidelines".  In the event the State Guidelines should be amended, those amendments shall be deemed to be effective as the Authority CEQA Guidelines 120 days after the effective date of the amendments.

B.
These Authority CEQA Guidelines merely further implement the provisions of CEQA and the State CEQA Guidelines. To the extent there is any conflict between these guidelines and CEQA or the State CEQA Guidelines, the provisions of CEQA and the State CEQA Guidelines shall prevail.

Construction


For purposes of interpreting and implementing these Authority CEQA Guidelines, CEQA, or the State CEQA Guidelines, the Authority shall constitute a "local agency" and a "public agency" as those terms are reasonably applicable to the Authority in the given circumstances.

Part 2:
PROCEDURES.

2.10
Manager


"Manager" as used in the Authority CEQA Guidelines shall refer to the Authority Manager.

2.10
Manager's Responsibility

A.
All projects subject to CEQA shall be submitted for environmental clearance to the Manager. 

B.
The Manager shall be responsible for environmental clearance as provided in Section 15025 of the State CEQA Guidelines.

2.20
Public notice


The CEQA procedures for providing notice shall not preclude the Authority from providing (1) additional public notice if the Authority desires, or (2) additional public notice at the same time and in the same manner as public notice required by other laws governing the project.

Part 3:
EXEMPT PROJECTS.

3.10
General


Projects that are ministerial in nature, meet General Rule findings (14 CCR 15061(b)(3), are statutorily exempt, are categorically exempt, or are denied do not require the preparation of an Initial Study, an EIR or Negative/Mitigated Negative Declaration. However, when a project involves elements, some of which are exempt in nature and some of which are not, the project will be deemed non-exempt and an Initial Study must be prepared.
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
