Earth Day Poster Contest 2005


● Distribution to Schools- Earth Day Posters and Contest’s Instructional Flyers delivered to 67 Napa County K-6 grade schools, including 13 Up Valley schools.  Distribitional materials were counted and delivered according to the exact number of k-6th grade teachers in all Napa County schools.
● Outreach- Up Valley School Recycling Coordinators were also personally notified of the contest via e-mail.  The Napa County Environmental Education Coalition was presented with the details of the contest and posters to broaden our scope of promoting the contest.  Some local businesses also posted the advertising Earth Day Poster Contest Posters.

● Media- Press release were submitted to the following newspapers: American Canyon Eagle, Calistogan Tribune, Napa Sentinel, Napa Valeey Register, St. Helena Star, The Weekly Calistogan, and Yountville Sun.  Three Napa County newspapers published information on this year’s Earth day Poster Contest.  The Napa Valley Register and St. Helena Star printed a brief summary of the contest in their community events section on April 4 and March 24 consecutively.  The American Canyon Eagle printed the entire article in the “Canyon Briefs” section on March 22.

● Poster Judging- Five judges reviewed the 169 submitted posters, from 16 teachers in Napa County.  One winner from each grade K-6, excluding kindergarten (no entries), and one grand prize winner were assigned, considering the overall artistic and conceptual merit as it related to plastic, oil, and recycling.  A few of the “favorites” that weren’t chosen as winners were given Honorable Mention status.
● Winner Announcements- All participating teachers were e-mailed a flyer announcing the winners and another flyer for the parents and students announcing where the posters will be on display.
● Napa Town Center- Presentation given at the Napa Town Center tenant meeting to inform local businesses of the contest and recruit volunteers to allow window space at their businesses to post the student’s posters.  The following NTC stores signed up:  Ben & Jerry’s, Mustard Seed, Silverado Home & Design, Waldenbooks, and Piccolino’s Café.  
● Posters on Display- Posters were hung at the participating NTC stores, the display case in the Napa County Administration building, and at the Connolly Ranch Earth Day Festival.  Posters advertising the location of the posters and the festival at Connolly Ranch were hung up in all the store windows. 

● Prizes- The winners received a Laptop Lunch set, a reusable cloth bag with the Napa County Recycling information, shoelaces made from recycled soda bottles, pencil made from recycled cardboard & newspaper, “Recycle..” license plate frame, colored clay, & a Trash to Treasure Coloring Book.  The Laptop Lunch set is a specialized lunch box for kids with individual plastic containers inside, making for a zero-waste lunch and encouraging healthy, unprocessed food.
