Monthly Financial Report. 

Pam Kindig went over the April 2005 investment report, and the April and May 2005 financial monthly reports.  No action taken.

B.
Legislation.

No new information reported.  Staff will begin using information supplied by both CSAC and the League of Cities in all future updates.  No action taken.
C.
Manager’s Report. 

Staff has begun work on a public education campaign for untarped loads, including new signage which has been installed at the transfer station.  A flyer citing the State Vehicle Code has been created.
The leachate pipeline project has commenced.  Some residents have filed complaints about the dust created by trucks using the gravel roads on Eucalyptus Drive and Wetlands Drive.  The City of American Canyon has been working to reduce traffic in the area, and a water truck will be brought in on a more regular basis to keep the dust to a minimum.

The stormwater pollution prevention plan for the transfer facility has been completed by Brown, Vence and Associates.

Staff continues to work with Vallejo Sanitation and Flood Control District on the issue of meeting local limits.  It appears that the violations consistently originate from the same tank; it has been taken out of service.
No action taken.
D.
Reports from Jurisdictions.

i.
Vallejo:  The construction and demolition ordinance is moving forward.  Approximately 30 waste management plans have been submitted, and an article recently appeared in the newspaper featuring the program.  The used oil recycling events have begun, and were featured in an article by Jane Bogner.  Staff is also preparing materials for the summer special events season.
ii.
Napa City:  The City Council will be discussing garbage rates at the next meeting.  The electronic waste collection event was very successful, with just under 2,000 vehicles participating in the two days, and approximately 60 tons of material from businesses that were scheduled for delivery directly to the recycling facility prior to the event.  Napa County holds the highest collection event per capita in the country.  A new phonebook recycling guide comes out in July, and should be more user-friendly.  The City is partnering with the County to submit grant applications for large venue recycling.
iii. Napa County:  Chair Luce had the opportunity to visit a computer recycler in Columbus, Ohio, whose primary focus is reuse.  The County partnered with the City of Napa in the electronic waste collection event.  Staff proposes that the transfer station hold a monthly television/CRT collection day, and is working with the operator of the hazardous waste collection facility to develop such a program.  The hazardous waste collection event up valley took place in Rutherford and Angwin, and both events were very successful.
iv. American Canyon:  Public Works Director Bob Weil introduced Pam Konoval, the new environmental program specialist for the City of American Canyon.  In response to the dust complaints mentioned in the Manager's Report, staff is installing a gate at the north end of the emergency access road through the grove.  The City has been working with Chuck Bowling at the transfer station to develop an agreement to accept the DRTS wastewater.  The City has also submitted a grant application for the Good Luck Bay to restore the wetlands and remove the levy.  The July 4th celebration is coming up, and there will be a booth featuring items made from recycled products (i.e. shoelaces, etc.).  The City is considering adopting the Urban Environmental Accords as guiding policies.
