RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF NAPA COUNTY, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, AUTHORIZING SUBMITTAL OF A REGIONAL BEVERAGE CONTAINER RECYCLING PAYMENT PROGRAM APPLICATION AS THE REGIONAL LEAD AGENCY, RELATED AUTHORIZATIONS AND IDENTIFICATION OF REGIONAL PARTICIPANTS
WHEREAS, pursuant to Public Resources Code sections 48000 et seq., 14581, and 42023.1(g),  the State Department of Resources Recycling and Recovery (CalRecycle) has established the Beverage Container Recycling Payment Program to make payments to qualifying jurisdictions for implementation of their beverage container recycling programs; and
WHEREAS, in furtherance of this authority CalRecycle is required to establish procedures governing the administration of the Beverage Container Recycling Payment Program; and

WHEREAS, the Beverage Container Recycling Payment Program allows regional participation; and

WHEREAS, CalRecycle’s procedures for administering the Beverage Container Recycling Payment Program require, among other things, a regional applicant’s governing body to declare by resolution certain authorizations related to the administration of the Beverage Container Recycling Payment Program; and
WHEREAS, CalRecycle has reviewed and approved a draft of this Resolution in form and substance and has approved the role of the Upper Valley Waste Management Agency (“UVA”) in administration of program funds, as described below,
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of Napa County, effective as of May 24, 2016, as follows:

1.
Napa County is authorized to submit a Beverage Container Recycling Payment Program (“Program”) regional application on behalf of itself as Lead Agency and the following designated participating incorporated cities and town:
· City of Calistoga
· City of St. Helena

· Town of Yountville
2.
The Director of Public Works, or his/her designee, is hereby authorized as Signature Authority to execute all documents necessary to implement and secure payment under the Program.
3.
The Signature Authority is hereby authorized to revise the list of participating jurisdictions as necessary with each yearly application.
4.
As to each Program application approved by CalRecycle, the Director of Public Works is authorized to enter into an agreement with UVA to transfer and entrust the Program funds received from CalRecycle to UVA and to have UVA act as the agent of the County and of the participating cities described above for the purpose of (a) administering the funds received from CalRecycle for the Program, (b) entering into contracts necessary to carry out eligible activities under the guidelines governing the Program, (c) paying expenses of such eligible activities on behalf of the County and the cities identified above as members of UVA, and (d) keeping records required by Program guidelines to demonstrate the use of Program funds only for eligible activities – but if and only if the participating cities and town designated above first provide their written consent to the transfer of the funds to UVA for its administration on their behalf.

This Resolution is effective until rescinded by the Board of Supervisors.
