Commercial Recycling —
EASY, Good for Business...
and It’s the Law!

YOU’VE HEARD THAT RECYCLING at your business can save energy and is good
for the environment, but did you know that it's also required by state law? State law
requires recycling at all commercial sites that generate four cubic yards or more of
trash per week and multifamily residential dwelling of five units or more. The law (AB
341), passed in 2011, is increasing recycling and reducing greenhouse gas production
throughout California.

With the passage of AB 1826 in 2014, new organic recycling requirements will be
phased in over several years and will help the state meet its goal to recycle 75 percent
of its waste by 2020. Businesses are required to recycle their organic waste on and
after April 1, 2016, depending on the amount of waste they generate per week. Organic
waste means food waste, green waste, landscape and pruning waste and nonhazard-
ous wood waste.
