Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE; REFERENCES. 3

(a) SHORT TITLE.—This Act may be cited as the 4

‘‘Museum and Library Services Act of 2017’’. 5

(b) REFERENCES.—Except as otherwise expressly 6

provided, whenever in this Act an amendment or repeal 7

is expressed in terms of an amendment to, or repeal of, 8

a section or other provision, the reference shall be consid-9

ered to be made to a section or other provision of the Mu-10

seum and Library Services Act (20 U.S.C. 9101 et seq.). 11
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SEC. 2. GENERAL DEFINITIONS. 1

Section 202 (20 U.S.C. 9101) is amended— 2

(1) in paragraph (2), by striking ‘‘means the 3

skills associated with using technology to enable 4

users to find, evaluate, organize, create, and commu-5

nicate information.’’ and inserting ‘‘means the skills 6

associated with— 7

‘‘(5) To promote advancement and growth in 17

museum, library, and information services through 18

sharing of best practices and effective strategies in 19

order to better serve the people of the United States. 20

‘‘(6) To facilitate planning for, and building of, 21

institutional capacity in order to improve— 22

‘‘(A) museum, library, and information 23

services at the national, State, local, and re-24

gional levels; and 25
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‘‘(B) international communications and co-1

operative networks. 2

‘‘(7) To support and enhance collaborative pro-3

fessional networks and consortia that use shared, 4

meaningful, and actionable data analysis and mod-5

eling to advance museum, library, and information 6

services and address community needs. 7

‘‘(c) AUTHORITY TO CONTRACT AND ENTER INTO 8

OTHER ARRANGEMENTS.—The Director is authorized to 9

enter into grants, contracts, cooperative agreements, and 10

other arrangements with Federal agencies, public and pri-11

vate organizations, and other entities with expertise the 12

Director determines appropriate, to further the objectives 13

described in subsection (b) and to carry out the respon-14

sibilities under subsection (f).

The Director shall provide technical support and assist-10

ance (and other resources, to the extent practicable) to 11

ensure consistency in data reporting and help the museum 12

and library fields with meeting the objectives of this sec-13

tion. 14

‘‘(f) DISSEMINATION.— 15

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Each year, the Director 16

shall widely disseminate, as appropriate to further 17

the objectives described in subsection (b)— 18

‘‘(A) the results, data, reports, findings, 19

studies, surveys, and other information obtained 20

backgrounds, including through encouraging middle 10
