Notes about questions 1-5: We are trying to determined if we have any events or venues that meet the definitions of "large event" and "large venue" under AB 2176. In Fall 2005 we received a Department of Conservation Grant (in partnership with the City of Napa) to target 4 venues in the County that host the largest (number of attendees)and largest number (combined)of events for assistance with establishing recycling and waste reduction programs. Please see attached list for the average annual number of events & attendees at these venues. We are also working on a list of current event permits (county-wide) so that we can determine which (if any)events would meet the qualifications of AB 2176. The DOC grant has allowed us to work on establishing baselines for waste disposal and recycling at the venues (a challenge itself) and to address site specific needs. We anticipate that working with these 4 venues will help establish standard operating procedures for event recycling (with site-specific modifications) that can be used at other local venues. In Spring 2006 we worked with the County Dept of Conservation and Planning to add recycling language to the temporary event permits (as it was being revised)- and to the checklist of mandatory requirements for permittees. We have met with the new service provider (garbage/recycling) in south County on developing a flyer for event recycling and hope that the Up Valley service provider will be able to offer some of the same assistance. The south County service provider has been able to calculate diversion at several special events locally to give a good baseline for estimating needs at future events throughout the County.
