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ENVIRONMENTAL AND HEALTH ADVISORY UPDATE
Napa County Department of Planning, Building and Environmental continues to work with Clover Flat Landfill to resolve the leachate (water contaminated with chemicals and metals due to mixing with garbage) leak.  The previous advisory had stated that the leachate was flowing in the Dutch Henry Creek, but it is actually leaking into an unnamed tributary to the Napa River. The unnamed tributary, in the vicinity of the Dutch Henry Canyon area, flows from the Clover Flat landfill to the west of Silverado Trail, and is the area most impacted by this advisory.  Napa County Public Health Officer, Dr. Karen Relucio, advises the public not to consume, use, or contact the water in the tributary or Napa River between Maple Lane and Nash Creek.  There are no known properties or domestic wells that rely on water from the affected tributary.  Municipal water sources are not affected by this advisory.  
The Napa County Department of Planning, Building & Environmental Services, the San Francisco Bay Regional Water Quality Control Board and the California Department of Fish and Wildlife remain involved.  Water quality testing and monitoring is ongoing at both the landfill and the tributary.  
Should you or your pets come in contact with creek or river water, wash any affected area thoroughly with soap and water. Further notifications, including lifting of the advisory, will be issued as necessary.
