[bookmark: _Hlk53065034]A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE
UPPER VALLEY WASTE MANAGEMENT AGENCY
ADOPTING PURCHASING AND OTHER POLICIES

WHEREAS, the Upper Valley Waste Management Agency (the “Agency”) is a joint exercise of powers authority organized and operating under California Government Code section 6500 et seq. (the “Joint Exercise of Powers Act”) and a separate and distinct public entity from its member agencies, which include the County of Napa, the City of Calistoga, the City of St. Helena, and the Town of Yountville (collectively, “Members”); and

	WHEREAS, the Agency and Members are subject to that certain Joint Powers Agreement (Napa County Agreement No. 3265) dated September 29, 1992 and subsequently amended on March 15, 1994, June 27, 1995, August 20, 1996, and August 25, 1998 (“the Joint Powers Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, the Joint Powers Agreement in Section 6.2 provides that the Agency’s powers “shall be exercised subject only to the limitations set forth in [the Joint Powers] Agreement, applicable law and such restrictions upon the manner of exercising such powers as are imposed by law upon the County of Napa in the exercise of similar powers;” and

WHEREAS, the Joint Powers Agreement in Section 7.5 provides: “The BOARD shall establish procedures and policies to ensure competitive prices for the purchase of goods and services to the extent necessary” and “[f]ormal bidding shall not be necessary except to the extent required by law for general law counties;” and

WHEREAS, California Government Code section 54202 requires each local agency, including the Agency and the County of Napa, to “adopt policies and procedures, including bidding regulations, governing purchases of supplies and equipment by the local agency.”
 
WHEREAS, the Agency wishes to adopt policies pursuant to the authorities above, the Joint Powers Agreement, and applicable law and finds it economical and prudent to adopt policies of the County of Napa as its own policies. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Directors adopts the following policies of the County of Napa (and any approved updates to those policies) as its own policies with modifications thereto noted as follows:

1. The “Purchasing Policy” adopted by the Napa County Board of Supervisors on December 7, 2010, effective January 13, 2011 as per Resolution 2010-152, and as modified September 20, 2016 per Resolution 2016-128, (substituting the Executive Director of the Agency as the “Purchasing Agent” therein);

2. Waste Source Reduction and Recycled Product Content Procurement Policy adopted by resolution of the Napa County Board of Supervisors effective March 26, 1991; 

3. County of Napa “Policy for Maintaining a Harassment and Discrimination Free Work Environment” adopted by the Napa County Board of Supervisors revised effective August 23, 2005; 

4. County of Napa Drug and Alcohol Policy adopted by resolution of the Napa County Board of Supervisors on June 25, 1991; 

5. Napa County Information Technology Use and Security Policy adopted by resolution of the Napa County Board of Supervisors on April 17, 2001;

6.  Napa County Workplace Violence Policy, adopted by the Napa County Board of Supervisors effective May 23, 1995 and subsequently revised effective November 2, 2004, which is located in the County of Napa Policy Manual Part I, Section 37U.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Agency staff shall review these policies from time to time to determine whether any amendments or updates are needed thereto and whether to recommend adoption of different or additional policies to the Board of Directors.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.
