A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS

OF THE NAPA-VALLEJO WASTE MANAGEMENT AUTHORITY

INCREASING FEES FOR SOLID WASTE DISPOSAL AT THE

DEVLIN ROAD TRANSFER STATION

WHEREAS, the Napa-Vallejo Waste Management Authority (hereinafter referred to as the "Authority"), a joint powers local governmental agency formed pursuant to Sections 6500 et seq. of the California Government Code was formed to provide long term solid waste disposal services; and


WHEREAS, on January 13, 1994, the Authority approved Resolution #94-01 establishing a $60.27 per ton fee for solid waste disposal at either the American Canyon Sanitary Landfill or the Transfer Facility effective July 1, 1994, an amount determined to be necessary to cover the general costs of services, including repayment of revenue bonds issued by the Authority to finance the construction of the transfer facility; and


WHEREAS, on July 6, 1995, certain other volumetric fees and special handling fees were established to recover the special costs of solid waste handling and disposal incurred due to small volumes or unusual nature of items; and


WHEREAS, on November 12, 1999, the Authority approved Resolution #99-08 reducing disposal rates due to changes in the mode of transportation and disposal locations which offered more economical costs; and


WHEREAS, on July 12, 2001, the Authority approved Resolution #01-05 establishing a flat rate of $18.00 for bed level ¾ ton trucks with no sideboards; and


WHEREAS, on April 7, 2003, the Authority approved Resolution #03-06 establishing certain volume rates for concrete, roofing materials and dirt; and

WHEREAS, on April 7, 2005, the Authority approved Resolution #05-03 increasing rates for non-franchise customers; and


WHEREAS, on October 6, 2005, the Authority approved Resolution #05-15 increasing rates for non-franchise customers; and


WHEREAS, on May 4, 2006 , the Authority approved Resolution #06-01 increasing rates for non-franchise customers on June 1, 2006, and for franchise customers on January 1, 2007; and


WHEREAS, the Authority wishes to reduce the number of vehicles entering the  Devlin Road Transfer Station by discouraging vehicles with small loads in favor of vehicles with large loads; and


WHEREAS, Chapter 12.5 of Part 1 of Division 2 of Title 5 of the California Government Code (commencing with Section 54985) and Chapter 8 of Division 1 of Title 7 of the California Government Code (commencing with section 66016) authorize the Authority to establish fees to recover the cost of providing a service; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code section 66016, at least ten days prior to the date this resolution is to be considered, data was made available to the public indicating the amount of the fee, or estimated fee, required to provide the service for which the fee or service charge is levied and the revenue sources anticipated to provide the service; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code section 66016, at least fourteen days prior to the date this resolution is to be considered, notice was mailed to those persons who had requested same; and


WHEREAS, notice of the hearing on the proposed fee was published twice in the manner set forth in section 6062a as required by section 66018, subdivision (a), of the Government code.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Directors of the Napa-Vallejo Waste Management Authority hereby adopts the following fees for non-franchised solid waste collection customers to be effective on February 1, 2007 at the Devlin Road Transfer Station:

	$56.00/ton

	Non-franchised vehicles containing more than 740 pounds of materials for disposal, or any weight of compacted material will be charged by the ton or fraction thereof:
	$60.00/ton

	¾ ton trucks, bed level of waste (no sideboards) will be charged a minimum rate of:
	$27.00 per vehicle

	

	(d)
	¾ ton trucks, bed level of waste (no sideboards) with any amount of Concrete, Roofing Materials or Dirt will be charged a minimum rate of:
	$38.00 per vehicle

	Vehicles, other than those identified in (b), Trailers and Containers containing 740 pounds or less of uncompacted materials:
	$27.00 per vehicle

	Trees, timber, stumps and concrete (per cubic yard):

	6" to 8" in diameter

	Upon approval of the Authority Manager, the Operator may charge variable rates on a case by case basis for specific materials, such as clean soils, based on criteria determined by the Authority Manager.

	Properly tarped loads for any vehicle or waste type listed in (b) shall be discounted $2.00 per ton.3
Properly tarped loads for any vehicle or waste type listed in (c), (d), and (e) shall be discounted $5.00 per vehicle.3 
An additional charge of $2.00 will be charged for each non franchised vehicle.



1Will be charged this amount or $175.00 per ton, whichever is greater.
2Wheel size is defined as the diameter of the hole of the tire or wheel size stamped on tire.

3Properly tarped is as defined by the California Vehicle Code.
