A.
Large Venue Grant Report

No report at this time.
B.
California Integrated Waste Management Act
Staff continues to wait for a response from the California Integrated Waste Management Board on the Five Year Review Report of the Napa County Integrated Waste Management Plan as submitted by the Napa County Solid Waste Local Task Force.  No action taken.
C.
Rate Methodology Update

Agency staff has been working with the consultant (HDR) on developing and finalizing the new rate methodology agreement between the Agency and the garbage company, which is comprised of both the Upper Valley Disposal Service (UVDS) and the Clover Flat Landfill (CFL).  Notices for the public hearing to adopt the agreements will run March 2nd and March 8th.
The Auditor’s office will be meeting one more time with Legal Counsel to make sure that any outstanding issues or concerns are being appropriately addressed.  Staff will bring back this item to the Board at the March 19th meeting for approval.  No action taken.

franchises' business items
A.
Public Awareness Plan

An update of the company’s Web site has been included as part of the plan this year, and the updated web site should be completed by spring 2007.  Also for the first time this year the Agency and the company will be working together to establish either a specific number of or a total value for newspaper advertisements.  The quarterly UVDS newsletter is being changed to a smaller, lighter weight format, so as to avoid any more postage overcharges.

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B.
Franchises' Status
Staff is working to compile a 2007 calendar of recycling and diversion events, which will be presented to the Board at the March 19th meeting.  Staff is also working with the company to put together a comprehensive list of acceptable materials for recycling at the CFL.

At the March 19th meeting, staff will be making a formal presentation of the monthly reports that are included in each agenda packet.  These reports are primarily comprised of specific items on which the Agency is required to report to the State.

Waste Management Companies’ Issues
Last week, the company got a call from the CIWMB.  On May 10th, they are planning on doing a media shot at the facility regarding composting and diversion programs.  The company has not received any further information, but the Agency will no doubt be contacted, too.  No action taken.
8.
Other Business Items
A.
Manager’s Report
Staff is working with City of Napa to develop an ordinance requiring recycling enclosures for new development.  The County and other cities in the area will likely adopt some version of this program for their own jurisdictions.  Ms. Dillon suggested that the planners from other jurisdictions also be invited to be part of the development process so as to accommodate an easier adoption process in the future.  The garbage companies are already participating.
Staff distributed a flyer to the Board providing information on the progress made by the school recycling program funded by the Agency.  Copies of the flyer have also been distributed to the schools in the Up Valley area.
The State is considering implementing an Extended Producer Responsibility (EPR) program.  The program would require manufacturers of hazardous products (e.g. batteries, fluorescent light bulbs, etc.) to become responsible for the reasonable disposal/diversion of the hazardous components, potentially through government subsidies.  At some point, the Agency may wish to consider putting together a letter of support for the project.  Staff will continue to keep the Board updated on this issue.

Reports from Jurisdictions
i. Napa County:  The Napa-Vallejo Waste Management Authority recently tentatively awarded the new contracts for operations and disposal services at the Devlin Road Transfer Station.  Northern Recycling & Waste Services will be running the recycling portion, and Allied Waste will be operating the disposal portion.

iv. Yountville:  No report at this time.
