California Integrated Waste Management Act

PUBLIC HEARING:  Franchise Amendments and CFL Rates

The Auditor’s concerns raised at the February 22nd meeting have been addressed.  The Agency and the company are now in agreement on the contracts being submitted for approval today.  The requested action is to adopt amendments to both agreements, and to adopt the rate changes for the Clover Flat Landfill, effective May 1, 2007.
