California Integrated Waste Management Act

UVDS is working with the CIWMB and the Board of Equalization (BOE) to resolve concerns raised by the CIWMB that waste volume numbers provided to BOE and to the CIWMB by the company did not seem to match up. UVDS has investigated the situation and believes the discrepancy is a function of the two reporting systems and is not an actual reporting error. UVDS will be contacting both State agencies to resolve the issue and will report back to the Board in September.

franchises' business items
A.
Franchises' Status
Evan Edgar, a consultant retained by UVDS, verbally provided a preliminary report on the Construction and Demolition Material Recovery Study (C&D Study) he has been preparing for UVDS. Mr. Edgar indicated that his final report will support the following conclusions:

· The proposed C&D recovery facility would be best located at CFL and would focus on mixed C&D loads (as opposed to presorted C&D loads which are already being processed by CFL);

· The facility could produce up to 15,500 tpy additional recycling beyond what is currently achieved;

· This additional diversion would increase UVA’s diversion rate to 73% from the current 59%

· There are adequate markets to sell much of the recovered materials, with the remainder to be used for Alternative Daily Cover (ADC);

· The facility may provide some benefits in relation to AB 32 (Green House Gas Reduction) requirements;

· The development of the facility could extend the life of the landfill to 2036 or beyond;

· The proposal appeared to be financially feasible, with more details to be provided in the study.

The Agency Manager noted that financially we will need to look closely at how this proposal will impact UVDS rates, how it impacts the financial viability of CFL, and how landfill franchise fees would affected. 

The final report is expected to be issued by August 24, 2007 and the Agency Manager will provide copies of the report to Board members and other staff as soon as they are available. This item will be returned to the Board in September for formal action.

In other news:
· The company has completed updating its Web site;

· A household hazardous waste event will be conducted October 13, 2007 at the Calistoga Fairgrounds;

· Agency staff is working with the company to complete roll-out of an expanded oil recycling program at the three publicly run Farmworker Labor Centers to capture the oil generated from residents changing the oil on their personal vehicles.
