Subject:  Willingness of the Napa-Vallejo Waste Management Authority to Enter into an Agreement with the Napa County Regional Park and Open Space District providing for a Right of Public Access to the Napa River

This letters serves to confirm the Napa-Vallejo Waste Management Authority’s willingness to enter into an agreement with the Napa County Regional Park and Open Space District granting to the District a right of public access to the Napa River utilizing the same 25 foot wide right of way as was provided to the State of California pursuant to an Agreement dated October 7, 1980 and a Settlement Agreement dated December 28, 1982.
Said Agreement was entered into between the American Canyon Sanitary Landfill Company, Incorporated, and the Resources Agency of California, and the right of way in question was recorded with the County of Napa Recorder’s Office as Volume 1269, page 248.  Said Settlement Agreement was entered into between the American Canyon Sanitary Landfill Company, Incorporated and the State of California acting through the State Lands Commission, and the right of way in question was recorded with the County of Napa Recorder’s Office as Volume 1269, pages 225-6.  The Napa-Vallejo Waste Management Authority is the successor in interest to the American Canyon Sanitary Landfill Company.

The 25 foot wide right of public access, the route of which is described in detail in the above-referenced agreements, generally follows the northern and western boundaries of the property owned by the Napa-Vallejo Waste Management Authority, on or adjacent to an existing road used by the Authority to access and maintain its property.
The Authority’s willingness to provide to the District a right of public access is based on the following understandings:
(a) The right of public access shall be non-exclusive.

(b) The right of public access shall be non-motorized, except that authorized personnel may utilize motorized vehicles for security and maintenance purposes.
(c) The Authority shall retain the right to temporarily restrict public access as necessary to enable the Authority to repair, maintain and improve levees consistent with their agreement with the State.
(d) Prior to allowing public access, the District shall install any required  gates, fencing, signage or other improvements necessary to secure agreement from the State and the Authority that public access will not impose an unacceptable risk of harm to the members of the public or unduly interfere with the lawful operations of American Canyon Sanitary Landfill.  The District shall be responsible for maintaining these improvements in good condition, except that the Authority will replace and/or repair any such improvements which it may remove or damage in the course of its operations and maintenance activities.
(e) The District shall be responsible for all operations associated with the public’s use of the right of way.
(f) The District shall have the right to enter into an agreement with the City of American Canyon assigning to the City of American Canyon its rights and responsibilities pertaining to the right of public access discussed herein.

(g) Prior to providing the District this right of public access, the State’s agreement that it is consistent with the State’s reserved right of public access shall be obtained.  At its own expense, District shall undertake such actions as necessary to obtain the State’s agreement.  Authority shall not unreasonably withhold its approval of such agreement.
