Manager’s Report
Authority Manager, Cave, spoke on the Micro Turbine project in American Canyon.  It is an accepted understanding now that the Micro Turbines will not be on line this year.  One of the main difficulties has been in providing power into the landfill.  This is due to having not yet received a new contract from PGE.
Exploratory work on the Transfer Stations floor is continuing.  This will provide better information on what exactly Allied should compensate the Authority for as far as repairs and/or refurbisments.
Members of the Authority attended Wastecon held in Reno, Nevada.  It was noted that one of the big pushes from the conventions had to do with the Big Conversion, which is where the media industry will be transferring their services to all digital televisions rather than splitting their services between digital and analog.  This possibly heralds the increase of electronic waste as households and business get rid of their analog televisions.
