Establishes a process by which a certified crisis stabilization unit may be authorized to
provide medically necessary crisis stabilization services to beneficiaries for an
extended period in those cases in which a beneficiary in the unit needs inpatient
psychiatric care, but an appropriate inpatient bed is not available.

This bill would prohibit a state or local agency, as defined, from taking certain actions
without a court order signed by a judge, including using agency money, facilities,
property, equipment, or personnel to assist a federal agency to investigate, detain,
detect, report, or arrest a person for commercial or noncommercial marijuana or

Provides wildfire victims an additional year to rebuild their homes and business after a
catastrophic wildfire and collect the full replacement cost coverage to which they are
entitled.
